In1l Timothy 3:14-16 Paul wrote: "But continue
thou in thethingswhich thou hast |earned and hast been
assured of, knowing of whom thou hast learned them,;
And that from achild thou hast known the holy scrip-
tures, which are ableto make thee wise unto salvation
throughfaithwhichisin Chrigt Jesus. All scriptureisgiven
by inspiration of God, andisprofitablefor doctrine, for
reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness’.
TheBibleisal weneedfor daily living. Second Timothy
2:15tellsusto: "Study to show thyself approved unto
God, aworkman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly
dividing theword of truth.”

Don't beintimidated by older folkswho look down
upon you just becauseyou areyoung. First Timothy 4:12-
13tellsus: "L et no man despisethy youth; but bethouan
exampleof thebdlievers, inword, in conversation, in char-
ity, inspirit, infaith, in purity...give attendanceto reading,
to exhortation, to doctrine.” Bodily exerciseisgood, but
godlinessiseven better. In| Timothy 4:8 weread: "For
bodily exerciseprofitethlittle: but godlinessisprofitable
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untoal things, having promiseof thelifethat now is, and
of that whichisto come." Make surethat you learn the
Church'sdoctrines, or teachings. Chapter 4, verse 16 in-
formsus. "Takeheed untothyself, and unto thedoctrine;
continuein them: for in doing thisthou shalt both save
thyself, and them that hear thee." Don't befearful tolive
your Christian faith and to testify before othersof your
belief in God and His Son, Jesus. Second Timothy 1:7-8
reads. "'For God hath not given usthespirit of fear; but of
power, and of love, and of asound mind. Be not thou
ashamed of thetestimony of our Lord..but be thou par-
taker of theafflictionsof thegospel according tothe power
of God."

Second Timothy 2:3-4 likensthe Chrigtian lifeto be-
ing agood soldier. Paul wrote: "Thou therefore endure
hardness, asagood soldier of Jesus Christ. No man that
warreth entangleth himself withtheaffairsof thislife; that
he may please him who hath chosen himtobeasoldier.”

In chapter 2, verses 22-26, Paul givesgreat words of
wisdom: "FHeedsoyouthful lusts. but follow righteous-
ness, faith, charity, peace, with themthat call onthelL ord
out of apure heart. But foolish and unlearned questions
avoid, knowing that they do gender strife. And the ser-
vant of the Lord must not strive but be gentle unto al
men, apt to teach, patient, in meeknessinstructing those
that opposethemselves, if God peradventurewill givethem
repentance to the acknowledging of thetruth; And that
they may recover themsalvesout of thesnare of thedevil,
who aretaken captiveby himat hiswill."
