Editors note: One of the truths that arise from
generation to generation is a concern for our youth.
We are always concerned for them and wish them to
have a better time of it than we have had. The answer
to this concern can be found in the Scriptures as the
following article from 75 years ago points out.

Wefind educators, people of authority, and those who
areinterested inthewelfare of our country, racking their
brainsand striving continually to solve the problems of
thisrising generation. Wewonder ourselveswhat would
bethe outcomeif theworld would be permitted to stand
for another generation or two. A large percentage of our
crimesare committed by boysunder twenty-oneyearsof

age.

You who havethe privilege of associating with boys of
thejunior high and high school age, know that any one of
themwhowill not smoke, swear, drink, gamble, usefilthy
language, or runto excessin someof theabove, or al of
them, arelooked down upon by their school mates. The
greater majority of theseboys, (I am sorry to say agreat
number of girlstoo), have been permitted to runthe streets
at night, their parentsnot knowing wherethey are. They
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fall into the company of older boysand girls, and from
these get more knowledge of theworld, with al of its
wickedness.

Let usseeif wecanfind thecauseof thishorriblecondition,
andif thereisatime spoken of in the Word of God that
fitsthetimesinwhichweareliving. | think wefindthisis
afulfillment of prophecy and asign of the nearnessof the
coming of theLord.

Firstlet usturnto Exodus20:12 and wewill seeif thereis
apromisetothechildwholoveshisor her parents. This
isin God’s code of lawsgiventheworld, whereby they
areabletoknow what sinis. “Honour thy father and thy
mother: that thy days may belong upon theland which
the LORD thy God giveththee.” Wefind heretheonly
commandment givenwithapromise. That promiseisliong
lifeuponthispresent earth.

We all love life, and this alone should be enough to
encourage obedienceto parentsif thechild hasbeentaught
it. Wefind onthe other hand thereisan obligation onthe
part of the parentsto teach their children thesethings, to
keep themin subjection, and bring them up inthenurture
and admonition of theLord.

| am sorry to say that the homelife hasbrokendownin
amost ninety percent of the homesthroughout theland,
and thesethingsare not taught the children. Therefore,
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many of them do not have any conception of what snand
disobedienceredly isinitsdeepest sense.

Please notice Deuteronomy 6: 6,7 “And these words,
which | command theethisday, shall beinthine heart:
Andthou shdt teach them diligently unto thy children, and
shalt talk of them when thou sittest in thine house, and
when thouwalkest by theway, and when thou liest down,
and whenthou risest up.”

Hereisachargeto the parent to have the laws of God
continually on your minds, and to give the children
ingtructionsasto themeaning of it. If thisisnot done, the
Lordwill hold usresponsiblefor the child’swickedness.
We may see in Genesis 18:19 how God regards one
(Abraham) who teacheshischildrenrighteousnessand to
fear theLord.

TheBibleteachesthat
welovenot our own childrenif wedo not chastise them.
Chastening should be donewith judgment and caution, as
isshowninCal.

We parents should not do thingsto provokeour children
and then punishthemfor it. TheWord of God should be
taught tothem. Theholy Law of God should betaught to
them. Theholy Law of God should betaught asaguide
whereby they might know whenthey aresinning. The
Lordiswell pleased when children obey and honor their
parents. Colossians 3:20 reads, “ Children, obey your
parentsindl things: for thisiswell pleasinguntothelLord.”
Children are supposed to have respect for older people
as well as for their parents. Proverbs 23:22 says,
“Hearken untothy father that begat thee, and despise not
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thy mother whensheisold.” Leviticus19:32reads, “ Thou
shalt rise up beforethe hoary head, and honour theface
of theold man, and fear thy God: | anthe LORD.”

SeeHebrews12:6, “For whomtheLord
loveth He chasteneth, and scourgeth every sonwhomhe
receiveth.”

Wehavejust now begunto regp thefruitsof thegeneration
that hasbeenlet go being chastened. Many parents hearts
have been made sad and many broken, all becausethey
failed to chasten their children when they wereyoung
and therewashope. Wedsofindthisisoneof thesigns
of thenearness of the close of thisage and the coming of
Chrigtostuponthethroneof hisfather David. Il Timothy
3:2tellsus, “ For men shal beloversof their own selves,
covetous, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to
parents, unthankful, unholy”.

Dear one, if you haveachildwhomyoulove, correct him
or her injusticeand fear of the Lord whilethereishope.
Hewill then do astoldin Ecclesiastes 12:1, “ Remember
now thy Creator in the daysof thy youth, whiletheevil
dayscomenoat, nor theyearsdraw nigh, when thou shat
say, | haveno pleasureinthem”.

Thechild of today needscontinua ingtructionsintheWord
of God asnever before. Wickednessison every hand
anditisnowonder, for thedevil hascomeingreat fury,
knowing that hehasbut ashort time. If hecanturnaway
thisgeneration from God, he hasthenext in hispower. It
only takesfrom two to three generationsfor theworld to
go to the lowest degree of sin and wickedness. When
one generation begins to forget God, the next is not
instructed in righteousness. When they have not been
taught the Word of God, and know nothing of God, itis
almost amiracle if their hearts can ever be touched.

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THE BEMA SEAT

Thenext timeyou arein Church, noticetheraised platform
from where the speakers and ministers address the
congregation. Youwould belookingat aBema. Bema
comesfrom Greek, meaning araised stage, seat, steps,
ortribund. Thenationd theater inTel Aviv, Isradl,iscdled
TheHabimaTheater because of itsraised stage. (Bima
or BimahisHebrew for araised platform).

Itisnicethat we have picked up anew vocabulary phrase:
TheBemaSeat. However, internet researchindicatesit
has been used for a decade as a catchy, fanciful
replacement for THE JUDGMENT SEAT OF CHRIST.
It seemsthat biblica researchersand scholarsdetermined
that this new phrase comes from the New Testament
|letters, writtenin Greek, by theApostlePaul tothe Chrigian
Church in Rome and many Churches in what is now
Turkey.

Asadew living outside of Judea, Paul wrotehislettersin
Greek, the lingua franca ( a shared language of
communication used between people whose primary
languages are different) of the ancient M editerranean.

Thetwo biblical referencesgiven arein Romans 1410,

. Theproblemisthat | compared thesetextstotheorigina
Greek Interlinear, and the phrase” The Bema Seat” can
only besurmised or inferred. Hereisthetrandation:

In Greek: emprosthen tou bematos and in English: before
thejudgment seet.
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Notice it says bematos, not bema. Source: Greek
Interlinear: https://biblehub.com/text/2_corinthians/5-
10.htm. Also, Strong’'s Concordance says“bema’ in
Greek meansastep or raised place. Bottom line: itis
only by implication that thismodern expression “bema
Seet” means*judgment seet”. So, rather than useaphrase
not found in our King JamesBible, | will continuethis
articlewith thejudgment seet of Christ.

TheBible speaksabout judgment and how, at sometime,
everyonewill bejudged by Jesus (appointed by HisFather
asthe Judge) to give an account of their life. Without
study, thereisatendency to lump all judgment into the
same category, but there are two different types of
judgment. TrueChristian believersand other unbelievers
will bejudged, but the experience and resultswill not be
thesame.

Theunbdliever will experience condemnation at thegreat
whitethronejudgment describedin Reveation 20, which
isthefinal judgment beforethelost arecastinto thelake
of fire. Jesushasalready judged those who have died
andiscurrently judgingtheliving. UponJesus returnfor
Hissaints, thosejudged worthy (through God’sgrace)
will bepart of thefirg resurrection. “Blessedand holy ishe
that hath part in thefirst resurrection: on such the second
death hath no power, but they shall be priestsof God and
of Christ, and shall reign with him athousand years”
(Revelation 20:6).

Theblessed and holy risen saints have pleased God and
will not endureany judgment of condemnation. Our Lord
reassuresusby Hiswords: “ Verily, verily, | say untoyou,
Hethat heareth My word, and believeth on him that sent
me, hath everlasting life, and shall not come into
condemnation; but is passed from death untolife” (John
5:24). Paul adds: “There istherefore now no
condemnationtothemwhicharein Chrigt Jesus whowak
not after theflesh, but after the Spirit” (Romans8:1).
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Other versesindicatethat resurrected saintswill havea

glorious, closeworking relationshipwith Jesus: “Andthey
sung a new song, saying, Thou art worthy to take the
book, and to open the seal sthereof: for thou wast dain,
and hast redeemed usto God by thy blood out of every
kindred, and tongue, and people, and nation; And hast
made us unto our God kings and priests. and we shall
reignontheearth” (Reveation5:9-10). Also, seeDanid
7.27.

To reign meansto have leadership and authority over
something or someone. Several verses in the New
Testament indicatethat the saintswill beawarded crowns
of achievement: “ Henceforththereislaid upfor meacrown

The Peace That Passeth All Understanding

The peacethat passeth al understanding can only come
from God, because only through Him and by Him canwe
attain certain qualities. Many may look for peace, butin
order to attain it wefirst haveto seek God and Hisrigh-
teousness, then all other thingswill be added unto our
lives. " Seek yethe LORD whilehe may befound, call ye
upon himwhileheisnear: Let thewicked forsakehisway,
and the unrighteous man histhoughts: and let him return
untothe LORD, and hewill have mercy upon him; andto
our God, for hewill abundantly pardon” (Isaiah 55:6-7).
When we seek God and His righteousness we will be
endowed with the fruit of the Spirit: love, joy, peace,
longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, meekness, and
temperance. The Psalmist said, " Great peace havethey
whichlovethy law: and nothing shal offend them” (Psalm

The wise man
Solomon recorded that, "The fear of the LORD isthe
beginning of wisdom: and the knowledge of theholy is
understanding” (Proverbs9:10).

When Saul washunting down Davidtokill him, David
wouldn't do any evil unto Saul, although he could have
when Saul wasadegpinthe caveand David and hismen
were just outside the cave. Thisis so because God en-
dowed peace upon David and thus David made peace
with Saul. "And David saidto Saul,...Behold, thisday thine
eyeshave seen how that the LORD had delivered theeto
day into mine hand in the cave: and some bade mekill
thee: but mine eye spared thee; and | said, | will not put
forth mine hand against my lord; for heisthe LORD'S
anointed...And it cameto pass, when David had madean
end of speaking thesewordsunto Saul, that Saul said, Is
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thisthy voice, my son David?And Saul lifted up hisvoice,
and wept. And hesaid to David, Thou art morerighteous
than|: for thou hast rewarded me good, whereas| have
rewarded theeevil" (I Samuel 24:9 first part,10,16-17).
Thus Saul desisted from pursuing David, and David was
ableto dwell peaceably.

TheApostle Matthew emphasized in the Beatitudes:
"Blessed arethe peacemakers. for they shal becadledthe
children of God" (Matthew 5:9). Inthebook of Genesis
we seethat Abraham wasaman of peace and stability,
and Almighty God declared therel ationship betweenhim
and hischildren. God said: "For | know him, that hewill
command hischildren and hishousehold after him, and
they shall keep theway of the LORD, to do justiceand
judgment; that the LORD may bring upon Abraham that
which he hath spoken of him." Abraham definitely did as
God had instructed because when there was strife be-
tween Abraham'sherdmen and L ot'sherdmen, Abraham
made peace betweentheminthat hetold Lot: "Isnot the
wholeland beforethee? separatethysdf, | pray thee, from
me: if thou wilt take theleft hand, then | will gotothe
right; or if thou depart to theright hand, then | will goto
theleft...Abram dwelled intheland of Canaan, and Lot
dwelled inthecitiesof the plain, and pitched histent to-
ward Sodom...And the LORD said unto Abram, after
that Lot was separated from him, Lift up now thineeyes,
and look from the place where thou art northward, and
southward, and eastward, and westward: For al theland
whichthou seest, totheewill | giveit, andto thy seed for
ever" (Genesis18:19;13:9,12,14-15).

Almighty GodisaGod of peace and Heloveth peace,
because when arighteousking ruled, theland was peace-
ful, but when awicked king ruled, therewould bewar in
theland and God would allow that to happen so that men
would be ableto know that God isin control and peace
comesfromHim. Sowhenmen areperplexed andindeep
derision, they will definitely turnto Him when theroad
getsextremely rough asin the days of King Manasseh.
" So M anasseh made Judah and theinhabitants of Jerusa-
lemto err, and to do worse than the heathen, whom the
L ORD had destroyed beforethe children of 1srael. And
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the LORD spake to Manasseh, and to his people: but
they would not hearken. Whereforethe LORD brought
upon them the captains of the host of theking of Assyria,
whichtook Manasseh among thethorns, and bound him
with fetters, and carried him to Babylon. And when he
wasin affliction, he besought the LORD hisGod, and
humbled himself greatly beforethe God of hisfathers,
And prayed unto him: and hewasintreated of him, and
heard hissupplication, and brought him again to Jerusa-
leminto hiskingdom. Then Manasseh knew that theLORD
hewasGod" (11 Chronicles33:9-13).

At timeswe may forget what God can do for us, and
limit Hismighty power, until weareplaced inacertain
Stuation. Joseph went throughlotsof afflictionsand perils
among hisbrothers, Potiphar'swife, and other situations.
But Godwaswithhimall theway and ddivered himgrestly,
because hewas peaceful and hetrustedin God. Andwhen
Pharaoh had a dream he was able to tell Pharaoh that
God would give him an answer of peace. Hisbrothers
put himinapit, thenthey sold himto thelshmeslites, and
the Ishmeelitesthen sold him to Potiphar, an officer of
Pharaoh. " And the LORD waswith Joseph, and hewas
aprosperous man;...And hismaster saw that the LORD
waswith him..." (Genesis39:2-3). But hismaster'swife
cast alustful eye on him and wanted him to have sexual
intercoursewith her, but, though Joseph was agoodly
person and well favoured, hedidn't want to sin against
God. So hetold Potiphar'swife he cannot do such great
wickedness and sin against his God. So she decided to
framehimand hewasimprisoned. IntheprisontheLord
waswith Joseph, and showed him mercy, and gavehim
favour inthesight of thekeeper of theprison. Intheprison
thereweretwo prisonerswho had dreamed dreamsand
wanted them to beinterpreted. Joseph did such for them
by the power of God. The chief baker washanged, while
thechief butler wasrestored to hisjob again, and hegave
Joseph assurance that when he came out he would re-
member Joseph, but he never did until Pharaoh had a
dream and wanted an interpreter. Then the chief butler
remembered Joseph and recommended him to Pharaoh.
"Then Pharaoh sent and called Joseph, and they brought
him hastily out of thedungeon: and he shaved himsdlf, and
changed hisrament, and camein unto Pharaoh. And Pha:
raoh said unto Joseph, | have dreamed adream, and there
isnonethat caninterpret it: and | have heard say of thee,
that thou canst understand adreamto interpret it. And
Joseph answered Pharaoh, saying, Itisnotin me: God
shdll give Pharaoh ananswer of peace...And Pharach said
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unto Joseph, Forasmuch as God hath shewed thee all
this, thereisnone so discreet and wise asthou art: Thou
shalt be over my house, and according unto thy word
shall al my peopleberuled: only inthethronewill | be
greater than thou...And Pharaoh took off hisring fromhis
hand, and put it upon Joseph'shand, and arrayed himin
vesturesof finelinen, and put agold chain about hisneck;"
(Genesis41:14-16,39-40,42).

Can anyone fathom the peace that God hasin store
for us?After al that Joseph went through at the hands of
hisown brothers, then Potiphar'swifewho saw how Jo-
sephwasagodly individud, but wanted himto defilehimsalf
with her, thanksand praisesunto Almighty God that hedid
not yield unto thetemptations, but endured hisafflictions
and attai ned the peacethat passeth al understanding. And
hewasableto sustan hisbrotherswith victua sand money,
and they also were ableto make peacewith him. "And
hisbrethren alsowent and fell down before hisface; and
they said, Behold, we bethy servants. And Joseph said
unto them, Fear not: for am | inthe place of God?But as
for you, yethought evil against me; but God meant it unto
good, to bring to pass, asit is this day, to save much
peoplealive. Now thereforefear ye not: | will nourish
you, and your little ones. And he comforted them, and
spakekindly unto them™ (Genesis50:18-21).

When Jesussent forth Hisdisciples, Heingtructed them
to bid peace unto the housethey visited; andif peacewas
granted they were supposed to remaininthe same house,
and attend unto thefolksthere, healing them and preach-
ing unto them about thekingdom of God. " And into what-
soever house ye enter, first say, Peace beto thishouse.
And if the son of peace be there, your peace shall rest
uponit: if not, it shall turntoyou again. Andinthe same
houseremain, eating and drinking suchthingsasthey give:
for thelabourer isworthy of hishire. Go not from house
to house. And into whatsoever city ye enter, and they
receiveyou, eat such thingsasare set beforeyou: And
hed thesck that aretherein, and say untothem, Theking-
dom of Godiscomenighuntoyou” (Luke 10:5-9).

Before Jesusleft Hisdisciplesto dieonthecrud cross,
Heconcluded: "...Itisexpedient for you that | go away:
for if 1 go not away, the Comforter will not come unto
you; but if | depart, I will send him untoyou. Andwhen he
iscome, hewill reprove theworld of sin, and of righ-
teousness, and of judgment:... Thesethings| have spoken
unto you, that inmeyemight have peace. Intheworldye
shall havetribulation: but be of good cheer; | have over-
cometheworld" (John 16:7 last part-8,33). Amen.
